Intelligent additional tool: 
First Toshiba projectors come with detachable camera

Toshiba Europe’s Professional Visual Products division presents two new projectors from its „Performance Camera“ class: model T61 with XGA resolution and the startup SVGA model S41. 

The new projectors T61 and S41 are the first models equipped with a detachable projection camera which is cable-connected to the device. Apart from conventional data and video projection, the new camera models allow spontaneous and flexible projection from entirely different “points of view”. With the camera, smaller objects or models, for example, can be captured and presented from all sides. This additional feature is particularly important in presentations with special emphasis on shape and design. 

What is more, the camera offers new perspectives for usages in schools or universities, e.g. in the area of natural sciences and technology. Thanks to the cameras’ manual zoom optics, even the smallest objects can be displayed in depth. The projector camera is attached to the side of the projector for an unhindered view of the projector and the screen even when foils or objects are used. Another advantage becomes evident when several adjacent objects are used in presentations: the camera can move swiftly and flexibly from object to object. 
Just like with the previous models equipped with an integrated camera, these two new models can perform classic overhead functions as well. Foils or handwritten notes can be placed next to or over a Powerpoint file (overlay function) during a presentation. 
The new camera weighs only 0.6 kg, provides a resolution of 650,000 pixels and automatic white balance for true colour image display.
